Restitution, fines, penalties, assessments, fees, and other distributions represent the universe of distributions that can be imposed by a court.
This flowchart is based on a red light violation. Actual distributions imposed vary depending on the specific violation, whether a person is eligible
far traffic violators school, and other factors. Generally, parking fines (e.g., for metered parking) are imposed for violations of state or local law as
implemented by local government, but are not imposed by the courts, with a few exceptions related to disabled parking.

The 30% allocation is made prior to the Penal Code
section 1463.001 distribution to the county general
fund, so it is separate from the distributions that are
used in the GC section 77205 maintenance of effort
calculations. This means that the 30% distribution is
not a GC section 77205(a) revenue.
