20% surcharge

Special Base Fine Distribution:

DUI

WATCH OUT FOR:  
Reductions: amounts that must be deposited prior 

to any distributions. 
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Special Base Fine Distribution

• Pertains to “specified portions of fines that 
are deposited for special purposes prior to 
distribution pursuant to PC 1463.001.” 

• Refer to Table 2 of Trial Court Revenue 
Distribution Guidelines (Guidelines)
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Special base fine distribution:
Reckless driving

The following shall be deposited prior to 
base fine distribution:  

• PC 1463.14(a) – Alcohol Lab Special Account 
($50)  

• PC 1463.16 – Alcohol Program Special Account 
($50) 
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Special Base Fine Distribution: DUI

• Base reduction:
• PC 1463.18— DUI Indemnity ($20)

• Additional DUI Penalties:
• PC 1463.25— Alcohol Education (up to $50) 
• PC 1463.14 (b)— DUI Lab Test (up to $50)
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Case Study # 2  
Base Enhancement Distribution:

Health & Safety Violation

WATCH OUT FOR:  
How the 2% State Court Automation and the $4 EMAT apply.
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Base Fine Enhancements
Enhancement for prior VC convictions UB&PS section VII, 
pg. viii

• $10 is added to the base fine for each “prior” conviction within 36 
months of the new alleged offense. 

• Both the current and prior offense must be moving violations for 
which a point has been assigned per VC section 12810 or 12810.2. 

• The $10 priors is assessed for each prior violation on a single count 
but is assessed only once per case. 

• Priors enhancement do not apply to traffic school cases.
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Base Fine Enhancement:
Health & Safety

The following fine increments (enhancements) are 
deposited prior to any transfer pursuant to H&S11502 
(General Distribution of Uniform Controlled Substances)  
• HS 11372.5— Criminal Lab Fee, $50  

• Base enhancement of $50 for each violation of the H&S Code 
under subdivision (b)

• HS 11372.7— County Drug Program Fee, $150 
• Base fine enhancement of up to $150 for each violation of 

H&S Codes 11350 through 11392, except H&S11357 (b)

Regular Traffic School 
Distribution

• VC 42007: For a person ordered or permitted to attend 
traffic school, a fee is collected in an amount equal to 
the “total bail” set forth in the uniform countywide bail 
schedule or set forth in UB&PS.  Guidelines, pg. 82

• In short, this “total bail” becomes the TVS fee.
• Because it is a fee, 2% state court automation no longer 

applies.
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Regular Traffic School 
Distribution (cont’d)

• In addition to the TVS Fee, the following must 
be imposed, collected and distributed to the 
State:

• VC 42007.1 – $49 Additional TVS Fee
• VC 11208 (c) - $3 DMV Admin Fee

• Pursuant to VC 11205.2 (c), court may also 
assess an additional fee (up to actual costs) 
for costs incurred in monitoring traffic violator 
schools. Guidelines, pg. 80
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Regular Traffic School 
Distribution process:

1. First, part of the TVS fee on deposit with 
county, is distributed pursuant to VC 42007(b) 
and (c):
• VC 42007 (b)(1) - $1 for each fund established under GC 76100 and 

GC 76101
• VC 42007 (b)(2) – GC 76104 EMS penalty portion ($2 per 10) of GC 

76000 ($7 per 10)
• VC 42007 (b)(2) – Additional EMS penalty of GC 76000.5 ($2 per 10)
• VC 42007 (b)(3) – SCFC penalty of GC 70372 ($5 per 10)
• VC  42007 (c) – City portion of the base fine (net 2%), if city arrest
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Regular Traffic School 
Distribution process (cont’d)

2. Next, the following are distributed pursuant to 
their respective codes (not part of “total bail”): 
• PC 1465.7 – 20% State Surcharge (exempts itself 

from VC 42007 “total bail”) 
• PC 1465.8 – Court Operations Assessment 
• GC 70373 – Criminal Conviction Assessment 
• GC 42006 –$1 Night Court Fee, if applicable  
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Regular Traffic School 
Distribution process (cont’d)

3. After the required distributions in steps 1 and 2, 
the remaining balance of the TVS Fee (TVS Fee 
Balance) remains on deposit in the County 
General Fund

NOTE:  For 50% Excess MOE reporting, only 77% of the TVS 
Fee Balance is reported. The $1 for GC 76100 and the $1 for GC 
76101 is distributed from the 23% portion of the TVS Fee 
Balance, NOT the 77% portion.
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Case Study # 4
Bail Forfeiture Distribution

Red Light

WATCH OUT FOR:  
What is and is not included in the 30% allocation

Bail Forfeiture Distribution

• PC 1463.11: 30% of the base fine, PC 1464, GC 
76000, [GC 76000.10], and GC 70372 shall be 
allocated to the County or City general fund.  
Guidelines, pg. 10

• After 30% allocation, the remainder (70%) of the 
base fine, PC 1464, GC 76000, [GC 76000.10], 
and GC 70372 penalties are distributed pursuant 
to their respective statutes. Guidelines, pg. 10
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Bail Forfeiture Distribution
• The Red Light (PC 1463.11) and Railroad

(PC 1463.12) bail forfeiture distributions 
are similar, including the 30% allocation.  
Guidelines, pg. 10

• The only difference is the recipient of the 
30% allocation.
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Case Study # 5
Special Traffic School Distribution

WATCH OUT FOR:  
What is and is not part of the TVS fee.  

Special Traffic School 
Distribution

• Some Vehicle Code violations eligible for traffic 
school do not follow the regular VC 42007 
traffic school distributions.

• Instead, specific traffic school distributions 
apply, or are exempted.  For example:
• Red light traffic school – VC 42007.3
• Railroad traffic school – VC 42007.4
• Child seat traffic school – VC 27360.6
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Special Traffic School  
Distribution (cont’d)

• Under VC 42007.3(a)(1), 30% of the TVS Fee 
collected is allocated to the County or City general 
fund. Guidelines, pg. 83

Reminder: TVS Fee = Total Bail (base + penalties)

• After the 30% allocation, the remainder of the TVS 
Fee is distributed pursuant to VC 42007.

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Special Traffic School Distribution:
Railroad

• Similar to Red Light traffic school distribution, VC 
42007.4(a)(1), also allocates 30% of the TVS Fee 
to the County or City general fund. Guidelines, pg. 83

Reminder:  TVS Fee = Total Bail (base + penalties)

• HOWEVER, VC 42007.4 (a)(3), distributes the 
remainder after the 30% allocation pursuant to PC 
1463.
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Case Study # 6
Multiple Violations Distribution

WATCH OUT FOR:  
Any special distribution requirements and ensure that 
violations are cited on the same incident (citation).

Multiple Violations 
distribution

• Calculate the $10 state penalty from the total fine 
or bail for each case (PC1464 (b))

• When a fine is suspended, in whole or in part, the 
state penalty shall be reduced in proportion to the 
suspension.

• Impose the EMAT penalty (GC §76000.10); Court 
Operations Assessment (PC §1465.8; and the 
Criminal Conviction Assessment (GC §70373) for 
each offense. 
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Top-Down Distributions
• This special distribution applies for judge-ordered 

total fines that do not follow the standard total 
bail in the UB&PS or the countywide penalty 
schedule.

• These total fines are typically less than the 
standard total bail.  

• There is no stated or agreed-upon method for 
performing the Top-Down distribution, so the 
following are examples of two methods.
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Top-Down Distribution
Speeding Spreadsheet

ASSUMPTION:
Standard total fine is $367 but the judge 

ordered a fine of $184

WATCH OUT FOR:  What distribution components 
are and are not prorated.  
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Top-Down Distribution
Two Methods

• Method 1: prorates “soft” distribution 
components ONLY 

• Method 2: prorates ALL distribution 
components
