Item 2 – Delegate Authority to the Judicial Council’s Administrative Director to de-designate a 

certified language in the future (Action Required)  

On October 27, 2000 the Judicial Council delegated authority to the Administrative Director 

to designate additional languages for inclusion in the Court Interpreter Certification Program 

in the future. The delegation at the time did not include authority to de-designate a language 

in the future. CIAP will review the criteria and affirm the criteria used for designation of a 

language based on Government Code 68562 (a) and take action to:
