Nothing in this Agreement shall be
construed as creating an employment or agency relationship between the Judicial Council
and Contractor. Contractor will determine the method, details and means of performing
the Work, including, without limitation, exercising full control over the employment,
direction, compensation and discharge of all Subcontractors, agents, employees or other
persons assisting Contractor in the performance of the Work. Contractor shall be solely
responsible for all matters relating to the payment of Contractor’s employees, including
but not limited to compliance with Medicare, social security, income tax withholding,
unemployment and workers’ compensation laws and regulations, withholding
for/providing of any and all employee benefits, and all other laws and regulations
governing such matters. Neither party to this Agreement has any authority to enter into

Changes and Amendments

made only with prior written approval from the Judicial Council. An oral
understanding or agreement shall not be binding on any of the parties. Requests
for changes or Amendments must be submitted to the Judicial Council in writing

and must be accompanied by a narrative description of the proposed change and
the reasons for the change. After the Judicial Council reviews the request, a
written decision shall be provided to the Contractor.

any other person, firm, or corporation furnishing or supplying Work, services, supplies,
or services in connection with the performance of this Agreement, and from any and all

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claims and losses, including attorney fees, accruing or resulting to any person, firm, or
corporation who may be injured or damaged by the Contractor or its agents or
employees in the performance of this Agreement.

Limitation on Judicial Council 's Liability

The Judicial Council will not be responsible for loss or damage to any non-Judicial
Council equipment or property arising from causes beyond the Judicial Council's
control. In any event, the Judicial Council’s responsibility for repairs and liability for
damages or loss shall be limited to that made necessary by or resulting from the
negligent acts or omissions of the Judicial Council or its officers, employees, or agents.
The Judicial Council will not be liable for any charges incurred in connection with this
Program, or any Judicial Council activities, unless expressly provided for under this
Agreement.

Termination for Cause

A Pursuant to this provision, the Judicial Council may terminate this Agreement in
whole or in part under any one (1) of the following circumstances, by issuing a
written Notice of default to the Contractor:

I. If the Contractor (a) fails to perform the Work within the time specified
herein or any extension thereof, (b) fails to perform any of the other
provisions of this Agreement, or (c) so fails to make progress as to
endanger performance of this Agreement in accordance with its terms; or,

ii.  If the Contractor should cease conducting business in the normal course,
become insolvent or bankrupt, make a general assignment for the benefit
of creditors, admit in writing its inability to pay its debts as they mature,
suffer or permit the appointment of the receiver for its business or assets,
merge with or be purchased by another entity, or avail itself of or become
subject for a period of thirty (30) days to any proceeding under any statute
of any state authority relating to insolvency or protection from the rights
of creditors.

In the event that this Agreement is terminated in whole or in part, pursuant to this
provision, the Judicial Council may procure, upon such terms and in such a
manner as it may deem appropriate, supplies or services similar to those
terminated, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Judicial Council for any excess
costs for such similar supplies or services, including all incidental and

The parties shall gt b forany excess costs if the failure to perform the
Agreement arises u Majeure.

If, after N_iti Ination of this Agreement for cause, it is determined for any
reason tha Cop vactor was not in default under this provision, or that the
default was e le under this provision, the obligations of the Judicial Council
will be to pay only for the services rendered at the rates set forth in the Agreement.

The rights and remedies of either party provided in this provision shall not be
exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or
under this Agreement.

Termination Other Than for Cause

A.

Pursuant to this provision, the Judicial Council may terminate this Agreement for
convenience at any time, upon providing the Contractor written Notice identifying
the effective date of termination. Upon the effective date of the termination Notice
for convenience, the Contractor shall promptly discontinue all services affected
unless the Notice specifies otherwise.
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If the Judicial Council terminates all or a portion of this Contract other than for
cause, the Judicial Council will pay the Contractor for satisfactory services
rendered before the termination, not to exceed the Contract Amount, unless
otherwise set forth herein.

Contractor shall assign to the Judicial Council all rights, title, and interest in and to all
causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or
under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 16700) of Part 2 of
Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods,
materials, or services by Contractor for sale to the Judicial Council. Such assignment
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shall be made and become effective at the time the Judicial Council tenders final payment
to the Contractor. If the Judicial Council receives, either through judgment or settlement,
a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this section, the Contractor shall
be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon
demand, recover from the Judicial Council any portion of the recovery, including treble
damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the Contractor but were not paid
by the Judicial Council as part of the bid price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining
that portion of the recovery. Upon demand in writing by the Contractor, the Judicial
Council shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned
under this part if the Contractor has been or may have been injured by the violation of
law for which the cause of action arose and (a) the Judicial Council has not been injured
thereby, or (b) the Judicial Council declines to file a court action for the cause of action.
