This Notice serves to advise firms of the following changes to this solicitation:

RFOQ/P Document

e  Correct spelling errors throughout the document.

e Section 2.0(a): “Working Drawings Phase (Subcontractor and Bidding)” replaced with “Preconstruction
(Subcontractor bidding)”.

e  Section 3.0(a)(i): the last sentence has been revised and now reads as follows:

“...The project also includes approximately one hundred and fifty (150) public surface, juror and staff
parking including eight (8) secure parking spaces for judges.”

e  Section 3.0(b): “Estimated completion date of Construction” from “January 2021” to “November 2020”.
e Section 4.0(b)(i) has been revised and now reads as follows:

“Pre-construction Services. The Subcontractor bidding for this project shall be a fixed price proposal,
included in this CMR’s general conditions.”

e Section 7.0: the first sentence has been revised and now reads as follows:

“It is the intention of Judicial Council that its selection of a Firm to provide construction management at risk
services for this Project shall take into consideration both the quality of the Firm, as demonstrated by their

competence and experience and by the cost proposed to provide services.”
